GRANTMAKING PRIORITIES

The Nord Family Foundation is interested in programs that strengthen

families and programs that improve the public service. The Nord

Family Foundation’s primary geographic area of interest is Lorain

County, Ohio. The majority of grants are made to organizations

within Lorain County, or for projects that will have an impact there.

Grants are also made to organizations in other communities where

Nord family members reside. In general, the Foundation’s grants

are not awarded in support of:

• debt reduction;

• research projects;

• tickets or advertising for fundraising activities;

• individuals.

Grants are occasionally made for capital purposes when specific

criteria are met.

Grants are awarded in the fields of health and social services,

education, arts and culture, and civic affairs. High priority is given

to programs which address the needs of economically or socially

disadvantaged families. Projects which attack root causes of

problems are also of special interest.

HOW TO APPLY

Only on-line applications will be accepted.

To complete the online application, go to the Foundation’s website:

www.nordff.org Select the “Grant Applications” button and then

select the “On-Line Grant Application” link and follow the steps.

To complete the grant application process the following documents

will still need to be provided by mail to the Foundation.

1. A cover letter signed by the organization’s executive director and

the board president.

2. A copy of the organization’s most recent audited financial

statements (audit, or 990 if audit is not included).

3. A copy of the organization’s letter from the Internal Revenue

Service indicating tax exempt status.

4. Consider including supplemental items such as: organization’s

annual report, newsletter, DVDs, videos and photographs.

Grant applications must be completed on-line at

www.nordff.org by 5:00 p.m. on the following dates:

April 1 – for a June decision

August 1 – for an October decision

December 1 – for a February decision
